Capital Improvement Program Update - Dale Williams

Annually, the Commission prepares and formally adopts a Proposed Three-year Capital Improvement Program (CIP). The CIP is the programming guide for federal and state funds for airport development that is consistent with the Oklahoma Airport System Plan. The CIP Committee members will be presented with the  CIP for FY 2007 - FY 2009 for discussion and review.  The CIP will be presented to the Commission for discussion and formal action during the August 2006 Commission Meeting.

2. COMMISSION SERVING AS AGENT FOR TISHOMINGO MUNICIPAL AIRPORT (Time permitting) – Dale Williams

The Commission will consider allowing Staff to move forward with the federally- required consultant selection process and enter into a contract with the selected Consultant. The Consultant’s services will include planning, engineering, design, project administration, construction inspection, and testing of projects at Tishomingo Municipal Airport. In accordance with Title 3, Section 85 of the Oklahoma Statutes, the City of Tishomingo has requested that the Commission act as its agent for the Tishomingo Municipal Airport. As the city’s agent, the Commission will conduct the consultant selection process and supervise the planning, engineering, design, project administration, construction inspection, and testing of the project. The Commission will enter into a contract with the selected engineering consultant.

COMMISSION SERVING AS AGENT FOR VARIOUS AIRPORTS AND CONTRACTING WITH THE SELECTED CONSULTANTS (Time Permitting) - Bud Webster/Dale Williams

The Commission will consider allowing Staff to move forward with the federally- required consultant selection process for on-call consultants and enter into a contract with the selected consultants.  The contract will meet the need of airports requesting the Commission to act as their agent under Title 3, Section 85 of the Oklahoma Statutes.  The consultant services will include planning, engineering, design, project administration, construction inspection, and testing.  The contract would also provide for engineering studies as required to assist the Commission staff in the development and evaluation of the state’s capital improvement needs.
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
