Discussion only was held on the following items:

Public Hearing on Municipal Issues


Mayor Cochell reported there are openings on the Planning Commission and on the Board of Adjustment if anyone knows of a good candidate.

The Mayor gave an update on the sewer project and reported that the City of Choctaw has paid FT Construction in full to run the line needed for our connection. He also mentioned they are pouring driveways.


Mayor Cochell reported we have received five signed easements for the creek cleaning project, but need five more. Councilmember Pumphrey stated they were needed now because they had to be turned in for the grant towards the end of the month.


Mayor Cochell brought up a hardship mobile home case. Elizabeth Schilling has made application and she was in attendance. Ms. Schilling said she has five kids and there is no room in their house for her mother. Her mother is disabled and she would like for her to be able to stay in their motor home for a short period until they can find her a place to live. This item will be on the June Council Agenda.

Mayor Cochell mentioned the library has been painted to match city hall. 


Councilmember Pumphrey reported ACOG is going to moving to offices on Lincoln Blvd., next to the OK County Election Board offices. He also said that ACOG is joining with OML to oppose the one-cent tax for education.


Councilmember West said he has set up a Facebook page for the City of Nicoma Park. It is in the development phase. 


Councilmember Kolar said they should be able to get the bulldozer back working on the park cleanup next week.


Mayor Cochell said he met with the Soccer Club and they will be taking care of the soccer area.


Councilmember Pumphrey asked if anything had been decided about adding Eastwood back on the sewer project and the Mayor said they are not going to be added at this time.
