Public Hearing on Municipal Issues


Mayor Cochell went over the status of the sewer project. He is not happy with the progress and has let FT Construction know of the City’s concerns. Robert Thompson is going to look over the contract and see what penalties there are for not finishing the project by the deadline. The properties are not being cleaned up after they install the line and has been a big issue. The Mayor will continue to work on the problems and try to get them resolved. The City Attorney recommended creating a “punch list” to give to the construction company on what needs to be done.

Update on the Park – there continues to be clean up done. Councilmember Kolar has had his bulldozer out there helping clear the park.

There will be a Special Meeting on June 21st at 5:30 p.m. to go over and approved the budgets for FY 2016/17.

Carol Long has called Councilmember Vickers and emailed Councilmember West about the problems with the property adjacent to her. This is a serious issue that needs to be dealt with.

There were questions about Spring Shadows and whether or not the streets were “dedicated.” There is an item on the regular meeting agenda to help clarify the issue.

Councilmember Wiegert asked about hardship mobile home permits and if they were followed up on after they had been there awhile.

Councilmember West asked when County was going to finish fixing the road at NE 18th and Westminster.


Councilmember Kolar said there have been several burglaries and to be cautious.
