Biographical Information

Stephen S. Goss is state circuit judge presiding in Albany, Georgia. In 2002, Judge Goss founded the Dougherty Superior Court MH/SA Treatment program, one of the early felony mental health court programs. This program, in a resource challenged, rural part of the state, was named one of five national Learning Sites for mental health courts by the United States Department of Justice Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) and the Council of State Governments (CSG). The program has also served a BJA data study site. Judge Goss has published and teaches on the subjects of mental health courts and co-occurring disorders, serving on the teaching faculty of the National Judicial College and the National Drug Court Institute. He is a senior advisor to the United States Substance Abuse Mental Health Services Administration’s GAINS Center on co-occurring disorders in the criminal justice system.
