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WHAT IS SIDNE?
SIDNE (Simulated Impaired Driving Experience) is an electronic powered vehicle that provides an actual driving experience, while delivering a safe and effective lesson about impaired and distracted driving.
HOW DOES IT WORK?
SIDNE operates in two modes, normal and impaired. During a presentation, drivers are given instructions on how to operate and negotiate a pre-set up driving course. After the student successfully negotiates the course, SIDNE is switched to “impaired mode” via a remote control by the instructor. Once in this mode, the vehicle reacts with delayed braking, steering, and acceleration, simulating the effects of a person’s motor skills while under the influence of alcohol or drugs, and also the delayed reactions of a distracted driver. A brief presentation to the participants is given by the instructor on the effects of impaired and distracted driving.
IS THE PROGRAM SAFE?
The instructor maintains control of SIDNE through the use of an infrared remote control. The remote operates from a distance of up to 75 feet, allowing the instructor to control speed, mode operation, and braking. The vehicle operates at two speed modes, low (4 mph) and high (8mph). 
WHERE CAN SIDNE BE USED?
[bookmark: _GoBack]A SIDNE demonstration can be set up indoors at a gym, or outdoors at schools, colleges, military bases, and other safety or fair events. An indoor or outdoor space of approximately 120’ x 120’ is required for demonstrations. (School Gyms, or vacant asphalt parking areas).
WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS OF SIDNE?
· Provides an actual driving experience unlike static computer generated simulators.
· Offers a safe alternative to programs that use golf carts with impairment goggles.
· Delivers a clear, effective and “hands on” experience.
· Provides an effective educational tool in the prevention of impaired and distracted driving.
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
