Title 85A sets the maximum compensation benefit rates based on a percentage of the State Average
Weekly Wage (SAWW) reported to the Commission by the Oklahoma Employment Security
Commission. Due to an INCREASE in the SAWW reported by the Oklahoma Employment
Security Commission, the MAXIMUM compensation benefit rate for injury, illness or death has
changed as follows:

® For Temporary Total Disability (TTD), the maximum rate is $571.55 per week for work-
related injury and illness occurring during the period beginning November 1, 2014 and
ending October 31, 2015. 854 O.S. Supp. 2013, §45(4).

L For Permanent Total Disability (PTD) and Death, the maximum rate is $816.50 per week for
work-related injury, iliness or death occurring during the period beginning November 1,2014
and ending October 31, 2015. 854 O.S. Supp. 2013, §45(D) regarding PTD, and 854 O.S.
Supp. 2013, §47 regarding death.

L For Permanent Partial Disability (PPD), the maximum compensation benefit rate remains
unchanged at $323 per week for work-related injury and illness occurring on or after
February 1, 2014, See, 854 O.S. Supp. 2013, §45(C).
